Dear Parents/Guardians,

The purpose of this letter is to inform you that your child has the opportunity to take part in the Richmond Elementary Schools Zone 3 Track Meet to be held on Tuesday, May 9th, 2023 at Minoru Park.  We hope that all of our students in Grades 4 – 7 will participate in this school-wide activity. 

Your signature on the attached Consent Form confirms that you are aware of the information provided in this letter and permit your child to participate in this athletic team activity.  

Below is the information for this event:
• Team:  Currie Track Meet Athletes
• Names of Teacher Sponsors:  Ms. Sherlock, Ms. Weir, Ms. DeLaurentis & Mr. Tam
• Names of Coaches:  all Grade 4-7 teaching staff

A list of your child's events will come home on Friday, May 5th at the latest, once a list of participants is finalized. The 1200m long distance track events will commence as early as 9:00 am and the field events as early as 9:15 am. Track and field events include: long jump, high jump, softball throw, shot put, discus, 80m, 200m, 400m, 800m or 1200m, and 4 x 100 m relays.

Students at the Track Meet will be supervised by a minimum of 6 school employees IN OUR SCHOOL'S DESIGNATED SET UP AREA in the middle of the covered grandstands on the east side of the track (on the ice rink side).  Parents who are available to help with supervision would also be appreciated.  Please note that your child may not be directly supervised by an adult at all times while at the meet. 

Since it is an all-weather track, the meet will be cancelled only under extremely poor weather conditions. If the meet is postponed, families will be notified by email. Students are requested to dress in layers with a warm layer and a waterproof layer. Students can wear their Currie All Stars t-shirts, if they have one, or green, yellow and black. Currie jerseys will also be available for runners on the track. Students should also bring a water bottle, sunscreen, snacks and a healthy bag lunch. Valuables (i.e., phones, money) are strongly discouraged. The school will not be responsible for any lost or stolen items. 

Please note that accidents can be the result of the nature of the activity and can occur with or without any fault on either the part of the student, or the school board or its employees or agents, or the facility where the activity is taking place. Some specific risks and dangers include: injuries related to the physical demands of the activity and/or lack of activity skill; psychological injury due to anxiety or embarrassment; becoming lost or separated from the group; other risks normally associated with the activity or environment.  By allowing your child to participate in this activity or team, you are accepting the risk of an accident occurring, and agree that this activity, as described above, is suitable for your child.  First aid attenders will be on site.

At the elementary level, transportation to the Track Meet is organized by the teachers. We will be walking in groups from the school. Please be at the school by 8 if your child is in Grade 6 or 7, and 8:15 at the latest if your child is Grade 4 or 5.  We will be walking back to the school together. If you would like to come watch your child or pick them up from the track early, an adult must sign the student(s) out with Ms. Mei before they leave. 

Finally, we ask that you and your child read, complete and return the attached Consent Form to your child’s teacher no later than Tuesday, May 2nd. If you have any questions about your child’s participation on this school athletic team, please feel free to contact your classroom teacher or our school office.
